SWIMMING:

HARO - 


 Tucked into the hills is an inviting 12-acre lake, formed by the damming of Cascade Creek. A popular center of activity at the park, the lake is a source of beauty as well as fun. A hardwood forest extends to the shoreline from surrounding slopes, and paths along the lakeshore lead to the dam and offer views of the lake and surrounding woodlands. A stone and timber bathhouse includes restrooms, dressing rooms, a snack bar and a lounge area with a view of the lake and Moore's Knob. Swimming is allowed during the summer from 10 a.m. until 6 p.m. Contact the park for more information.


FEE: $4 per adult, $3 per child age 3-12. Summer only.

LAJA - 


 A sandy beach  for swimming and sunbathing is located near the park office. A refreshment stand open June through Labor Day, restrooms and a public telephone are located nearby. Swimming is permitted only in the designated area.

FALA - 


 Sandling Beach, Rolling View and Beaverdam provide sandy swim beaches with nearby restrooms and changing facilities. Holly Point offers swimming for campers only. Supervise children closely and outfit them with personal flotation devices when they are in or near water.

JORD - 


 Sandy beaches are offered at Ebenezer Church, Seaforth and Parkers Creek. Swimming is permitted in designated areas only. The Parkers Creek beach is located on the lake's subimpoundment; boats launched on the main lake do not have access. Crosswinds Campground, Poplar Point and Vista Point offer sandy swim beaches for use by campers only. Closely supervise children at all times and outfit them with personal flotation devices when they are in or near water.

KELA - 


 Satterwhite Point will have designated swimming area with accessible change rooms and restrooms. Personal flotation devices are loaned at the park office and at Satterwhite Point, as well as at the Hibernia, Kimball Point and Henderson Point areas.

LANO - 


A swim area is located in the south area of the park at the end of State Park Road near an accessible fishing pier and the pier picnic area. The complex includes a 125-yard-long sand beach, parking area and bathhouse with concession stand, restrooms, changing stalls, warm showers and lockers. The swim complex is open daily April 1 through Oct. 31 from 10 a.m. until 6 p.m. The concession stand is open from 10 a.m. until 5:45 p.m. daily from Memorial Day through Labor Day, and from noon until 5:45 p.m. on weekends in April, May, September and October. The park charges a fee to swim only when lifeguards are present. The fee is $4 for adults and $3 for children ages 3-12.*
Rules pertinent to the swim complex:

    * Pets are not allowed in the swim area, beach or adjacent grassy hillsides and may not be left unattended anywhere in the park.

    * Alcoholic beverages are prohibited in the park.

    * Swimming and wading are allowed only inside the designated area.

    * Throwing objects -- hard balls, sand, mud or rocks -- is prohibited as other swimmers could be injured.

    * Scuba diving is prohibited

    * Coolers are allowed, however glass and metal containers are prohibited.

    * Touching swim lines or wooden pilings is prohibited.

Visitors must obey the commands of lifeguards.

MOMO - 


A dip in the swimming pool is the perfect way to cool off after a long hike. Open June through Labor Day, all swimming facilities are accessible for persons with disabilities. The pool is served by a stone bathhouse built by the Civilian Conservation Corps and the Works Project Administration. The facility includes restrooms, changing rooms and showers. Snacks and cold drinks are also available. Kids will enjoy playing in the adjacent children's pool. A modest fee is charged for entrance to the pool area.


FEE:  $4 per adult; $3 per child age 3-12. Open June through Labor Day. The facility includes restrooms, changing rooms and showers.

CLNE - 


 Recreation activities in the park center on an 11-acre spring-fed lake where a sandy beach, diving platform, roped-off perimeter and bathhouse provide all of the facilities needed for a refreshing swim. For those who prefer to stay on top of the water, boats are available for rent. Private boats are not permitted. For the hungry, there's also a refreshment stand. Boating and swimming are available Memorial Day through Labor Day from 10 a.m. to 5:45 p.m. for a fee. Swimming and boating are permitted only when lifeguards are on duty.


FEE:  $4 per adult, $3 ages 3 through 12, Memorial Day through Labor Day from 10 a.m. to 5:45 p.m. Swimming is permitted only when lifeguards are on duty.

GOCR - 


 Follow a short path from the parking lot to the designated swimming area.  A sandy beach offers access to the cool waters of the Pamlico River.

JONE - 


 Take advantage of the aquatic activities offered by this cool, tea-colored lake. The sandy beach of Jones Lake is ideal for sunbathing, and the shallow water is a swimmer's delight. A fee is charged for swimming from Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day. A concession stand and bathhouse are located nearby. A pier provides access for swimming and rental boats.


FEE:  $4 per adult, $3 per child age 3 through 12. Open Memorial Day through Labor Day. Concession stand and a bathhouse nearby.

PETT -

LISTED UNDER WATER  SPORTS ON THINGS TO DO:  A pier more than 500 feet long extends into the lake providing a perfect place for swimming and sunning. Swimming is permitted only for group campers and only in the designated area. Lifeguards are not provided; group leaders must provide swimming supervision.

FOFI - 


 More than seven miles of beach provide all of the sun, sand, sea and sky you can soak up in a day. Experience the ocean away from the crowds; walk along on one of the few remaining undeveloped stretches of shoreline on our southern coast.

From the recreation area parking lot, an elevated boardwalk leads over the sand dunes to the beach. The adjacent visitor's center includes a refreshment stand that is open during summer months, the park office, nature exhibits and restrooms. Lifeguard service is provided in a designated ocean swimming area from Memorial Day to Labor Day. 


NO FEE LISTED

FOMA - 


 Fort Macon's beach is a popular source of recreation. From June through Labor Day, a seaside bathhouse and refreshment stand are open, and lifeguards are on duty from 10 a.m. to 5:45 p.m. Because of strong water currents, visitors are encouraged to swim only in the protected area. Surfing is not allowed in the protected swimming area.


FEE:  Bathhouse: $4 per adult, $3 per child age 5 to 12. Bathhouse includes showers, changing rooms and toilets.

HABE - 


 Take a dip or catch a wave. A portion of the beach is a designated swimming area.
